Service Project Pre-event Reflection - Expectations

Consider what you’ve read about the “Millennial” generation of college students, and how they’re “supposed” to act
and react, believe and wonder, and relate to the world around them. Consider also your own thoughts about this
service activity, and your anticipated interactions with each other and the first-year students you’ll be working with . ..

Service Project Reflection — Post-event

1. What did you “learn” from your involvement in the project overall (however you define “learn”)?

What did you learn about first-year students through your interactions with them during the project?

4. Consider whether you’re more, less, or equally likely to participate in other types of service because of
this experience.

5. Finally, how did your experiences align with your expectations? What surprised you most about the
experience? What was confirmed for you?
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
